“Proposed Bylaw Amendment”’

ith the beginning of the New Year, we all look at ourselves and make new resolutions. We may want to
stop a bad habit, or change how we look. It may be an attitude toward others we would like to improve,
or increase our Bible study and Christian giving. I’m sure every one wants to change at least one thing. It is the
way we keep improving ourselves and the way we live, it helps us become more efficient and better people. The

LWML is also starting a new year and a new biennium. With this new biennium it is important for us to also make

changes to keep us more efficient and updated with the LWML. This means it is time for bylaw changes. It has

been recommended from LWML that a section should be in the bylaws to allow for the removal of an officer.

God’s word tells us:

e “If another believer sins against you, go privately and point out the offense. If the other person listens and
confesses it, you have won that person back. *® But if you are unsuccessful, take one or two others with you and
go back again, so that everything you say may be confirmed by two or three witnesses. *' If the person still
refuses to listen, take your case to the church. Then if he or she won’t accept the church’s decision, treat that
person as a pagan or a corrupt tax collector. (Matt. 18:15-20). New Living Translation

e “You shall not give false testimony against your neighbor.” (Exodus 20:16; Deut. 5:20)

Proposed Amendment:
Add new Section 9 to ARTICLE VIII—NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS.

RATIONALE: To be consistent with the LWML Bylaws allowing the removal of an officer prior to the
expiration of her term of office and, in obedience to God’s word, to recognize inability or failure to perform
the duties of the position or demonstrated disrespect to the Lord and the LWML, by her public behavior..

If adopted, will read:
SECTION 9

Any officer may be removed from office prior to the expiration of her
term of office by the Board of Directors by a vote of three-fourths (3/4)
of all members of the Board; provided that the members of the Board
(including the individual officer involved) shall be notified at least two
(2) days prior to the Board meeting in the event any such action is
contemplated and the individual officer involved shall be afforded the
opportunity to be heard at such meeting.

In accordance with the English District Bylaws, any bylaw changes must be published in the district publication
prior to the District Convention to allow zones and societies to discuss these changes and vote accordingly at
convention. “May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of unity among yourselves as
you follow Jesus Christ, so that with one heart and mouth you may glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ.” (Romans 15:5-6). Please prayerfully consider this bylaw change and send delegates to the 2010 District
Convention to vote on your decision.»

Equalization for the
District Convention in Detroit!

It’s not too late to send in Equalization for
the Delegates from the LWML in your
congregation.

Equalization helps get our delegates to
the convention by paying transportation
expenses. Each zone and society is
responsible for sending delegates and this
fund helps pay their way, if they have
paid into the fund. Each zone is entitled
to reimbursement for one delegate and
societies two delegates.

All zones and societies must participate for
the Equalization Fund to work properly.
Those delegates who live close to the
convention site and have minimal
transportation expenses must pay the $160
per delegate, to help defray the cost of those
far away. That’s what makes it equal?

Equalization forms were sent to your zone
and society treasurers. Equalization payment
for delegate and zone presidents is due no
later than April 1, 2010. However, the
sooner the better!

ollowing is what’s happening before convention, at convention and after convention! There’s so much
to do, see, learn and share as our feet go on this wonderful journey.

Prior to the convention's opening , early arrivals will have the opportunity to tour Detroit and to participate in

on-site servant events:

e Thursday, April 22—a tour of three downtown historic churches will be offered at the cost of $38.

e Friday morning, April 23— women can volunteer to design cards with stampers for Livonia Lutheran
Home;

e Assemble dry soup Mason jar kits for the Lutheran City Ministries Food Bank; and/or

e Organize ingathering items into health kits for Lutheran City Ministries.

Also, single vision lens eyeglasses for MOST Ministries in Ann Arbor, Michigan will be collected.

e Monday, April 26—Two post-convention tours will be offered:

1. Bronner’s CHRISTmas Wonderland in Frankenmuth, Michigan for $38; and

2. The Henry Ford Museum, Greenfield Village and or Ford Rouge Factory in Dearborn, Michigan.
The cost will be determined by which exhibit areas are chosen.

The Festival Worship Service will be Friday evening at Angelica Lutheran Church in Allen Park, Michigan.
