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Rcccntiy my husband’s family gathered for a weekend to share their family history. My mother-in-law
was the keeper of the family photos and documents from the past four generations. Twenty family
members spent two days identifying photos and sharing information and fellowship with one another.

History and heritage are important to many of us. The LWML is very fortunate to have historians who have
documented the birth and major milestones of our organization.

The LMWL convention June 21-24™, 2007 in Sioux Falls, South Dakota will be the celebration of 65 years
(1942-2007) of LWML, an organization rich in the history of serving the Lord with Gladness.

The LWML was founded in July 1942 when 100 women from 15 districts met in Chicago, Illinois. The 28
delegates adopted a constitution, approved a name, chose two projects, established a literature committee to
publish books, a national magazine, tracts and programs, determined that one fourth of the mission gifts
collected in local societies would be given to the national organization and the rest used for district missions.

The purpose of the LWML was to develop a greater mission consciousness among women and to gather funds
for mission projects for which no adequate provision was made in the LCMS budget. Mite boxes were se-
lected as the vehicle for collecting funds.
